Though we 
recommend keeping your pup on 
preventative medicine for fleas & ticks year-
round, now is the time to start it up!
Please read…your pup will be screened for 
those yucky fleas upon entrance into The 
Puppy Palace. If any flea dirt is found, we 
will bathe your pup immediately and charge 
your account for the service or you will have 
to take your pup home. A flea infestation 
will not only require us to close down and 
disinfect, but would also inconvenience all 
of the other owners. Thank you for your 
understanding with this matter!

Bordetella
Just a reminder~ Many vets are now 
recommending the Bordetella vaccine every 
six months for dogs that are boarded, attend 
daycare or training, or may be groomed.

Breakfast
As you may have noticed, some of our pups 
are quite excited when they arrive.  If your 
pup normally eats breakfast before arriving, 
you may want to make sure he or she does 
so at least thirty to sixty minutes prior to 
coming. That way they have time to digest!
